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Modernising commissioning

The government has published a Green Paper (for consultation) on the future approach to commissioning. It is aimed at developing an approach that will make voluntary and community sector involvement in the delivery of public services easier. This consultation will inform a future White Paper (policy proposals) on Public Service Reform. The document can be downloaded here or can be emailed on request.
