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Camden’s Local Area Agreement (LAA)

The Local Area Agreement (LAA) is an agreement between central Government, the Council and its partners on how to improve services. It is overseen by the Local Strategic Partnership.   The current LAA runs from 2008-2011 and reflects the themes of the Community Strategy ‘Camden Together’.  
Camden’s LAA is made up of 41 indicators from the national indicator set and 12 indicators that have been developed locally.  Most of Camden’s LAA  indicators were agreed through consultation and negotiation with public, private and voluntary sector partners, and Government Office for London.  However 16 of the indicators relate to education and are mandatory for all local authorities. Each local and national indicator has an annual performance target set against it. The LAA indicators and targets are the priorities for improvement in Camden. Performance against these indicators is closely monitored by Government and sits at the heart of the Comprehensive Area Assessment (CAA), the new performance framework for local authorities. 

The remaining indicators in the national set (about 150 of them) are monitored, but are not currently improvement priorities. The CAA is different to previous monitoring regimes because it looks at the whole area, not just local authority performance. Some other things that are considered within Comprehensive Area Assessment are effective partnership working through the Local Strategic Partnership and the results of local surveys like the Place Survey. 
From December 10th a new website called OnePlace will allow people to access information about how Camden is doing and compare that with other parts of the country.
