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The Local Development Framework (LDF)

In 2004 the Planning and Compulsory Purchase Act introduced reforms to the planning system. The new system replaces the Unitary Development Plan with a Local Development Framework (LDF). 

The LDF is a collection of documents that guide planning and development in the area. The central part of the Local Development Framework is the Core Strategy which sets out the planning vision and reflects the aims of the Community Strategy in a built environment context. 

Camden’s Core Strategy has been consulted on and developed over the past two years and is supported by a Sustainability Appraisal, an Equalities Impact Assessment, a Habitat Directive Assessment and Core Strategy Monitoring Indicators. 

The Mayor’s London Plan also dictates some aspects of the Local Development Framework
