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Camden Children &
Young People’s Plan
2009 – 2012
All local areas have a Children and Young People’s Plan. This sets out the strategic priorities shared by all services for children and families in the area. These priorities are agreed in partnership by the local authority, schools, health services, police and other agencies, including the voluntary and community sector.
Camden published its second Children's and Young People's Plan in autumn 2009. It sets out how Camden’s Children's Trust will improve outcomes for children and young people. It also includes an overview of achievements in 2006-09. 
Camden’s vision
 “Camden in 2012 will be a borough of opportunity for all children, young people and families. We want every child and young person to have opportunities to fulfil their potential, and make sure that no child is left behind. The needs and views of children, young people and families should be at the centre of everything we do.”

This vision will be achieved for all children and young people by reducing inequalities and closing the gap between those who already do well and those who may need some extra support to thrive. 
Outcomes
Camden’s Children and Young People’s Plan set out 10 outcomes to achieve for children and young people in 2009-12. 

1. Babies and young children have a healthy start in life 

2. Children, young people and families make healthy choices 

3. Children and young people are emotionally and mentally healthy 

4. Children and young people are cared for and protected from harm and neglect. 

5. Children and young people live in safe and nurturing communities 

6. Children and young people enjoy learning and achieve to the best of their ability 

7. Children, young people and families take part in positive activities they enjoy 

8. Children and young people choose not to take part in antisocial behaviour or crime 

9. Young people have the skills they need to achieve economic wellbeing in adulthood 

10. Children, young people and families live free from poverty.

For each outcome, the plan includes a detailed action plan. 

Building blocks
Finally the plan identifies the ‘building blocks’ needed to ensure that the Children’s Trust works effectively. These are:

· strong governance; 

· using money, staff and resources in the most effective way (strategic commissioning); 

· working together and working more locally (integrated working and more localised working); 

· the right staff, in the right places, with the right knowledge (workforce development); 

· focusing on the family; 

· doing what we know works (evidence-based practice); and 

· involving children, young people and families in decision-making (participation).
